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The objective of this course is to enhance the students’
English reading and writing abilities. In terms of reading, this will
be achieved through practicing various reading techniques, such
as skimming, scanning, identifying main ideas, and discerning
cause-effect relationships. Additionally, students will read
different types of texts, including news articles and selected
stories.

Regarding writing, common paragraph development types
will be introduced, and the students will engage in discussions on
how to conceptualize and evaluate writing quality. Furthermore,
the students will practice expressing their ideas in writing in
English.




The course will also increase the students’ vocabulary,
provide a more comprehensive understanding of grammar, and
deepen their comprehension of sentence structure. Moreover, the
class will include group activities and introduce practical online
resources to enhance English proficiency. By taking this course,
the students are expected to achieve a CEFR B2 reading level and
a CEFR B1 writing level. It is hoped that what the students learn
in class will contribute to their preparation for international
English exams.
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
